There are approximately 3,200 types of parasites. They can invade the body through food and water intake o
through an insect that transmits the parasiike a mosquito or a fly. Parasites live in or on other organisms
from which it obtains nutrients to live and frequently harms the organism in the process.

Above is an example of some of the problems Haiti faces daily and why the need for nursiestans.

Currently our program has graduated 2 doctors and 9 nurses. All of them have pledge to stay in Haiti for a
minimum of five years. The hurricane the Caribbean has been hit with and the rain increases the number of
parasites in Haiti.

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Would You Like to Go to Haiti?
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We go to Haiti two to three times a year and we stay at a place called “Mon Chez Moi”

which is a bed and breakfast place with air condition, hot water and a large swimming pool.
They serve two meals a day for their guests, a full breakfast and a full supper, with your

choice of beverages. Alcoholic beverages are available but are not free.

What we will do in Haiti isvisit our students who are studying to become nurses, and
doctors, to check on their wellbeing, and see where and how our students live. We will also
visit the school and meet the dirgtor of Nursing, Madam Thimothee. We will try to visit a
hospital that delives babiesfor the whole area. The hospital was built in 1947. It was
originally built by the United States as a gift to the Haitian people and this hospital is still
used today.Other destinations will be determined as the need arises.

The cost per person for a trip to Haiti is $1,600.00. This will cover your-tiass flight from

Las Vegas, NV, to Pokiu Prince, Haiti. On this flight, you will be responsible for 3 check bags
that we will be bringing to Haiti for the welfare of the students. Your return trip back to your
destination will be in coach and will be covered. All your meals and Hotel accommodation
at Mon Chez Moiwill also be covered Your airport transfers to andfom the Hotel in Haiti

is also covered. The cost will also cover some touring and visiting. You will not be charged
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for car rental, car insurance, but we may ask for a gas donation if we go many places in Haiti
because gas is $5.00 per gallon.

What isnot covered is your entrance into the countrgvhich currently is $1Q)tips for

luggage handling, alcoholic drinks, meals and drinks outside of the hotel, entrance fees at
memorials, gifts you may want to purchase and miscellaneous purchasiese decide to go
to Pignon, Haitj you will be responsible for any hotel staya Pignon The trip to Pignon will
not be necessary for you, but if thens a need for me to go there and you want to gaith

me, then you will need your money to pay for thadditional coss.

You will need to have a valid passport to travel outside of the United States. You need to
have a current tetanus shot, one within the last 10 years, for your protection. You may also
want to talk to your doctor whomayrecommend additonal shots or medications, specific to
your needs while travelling in Haiti. Once you have decided to go to Haiti, more instructions
will be given, as to what to wear, what to bring, and what not to bring.

This trip to Haiti will change your life and giwe@u a new perspective on the poverty there.
You may discover how blessed you are living in the United States. It will make you
appreciate what you have, and give you a better understanding of what it means to help
those who have very little in the way aihaterial possessions, but have a lot to give in the
way of love, appreciation, and friendship.
